(cerumen impaction)

Hearing loss

Ringing in the ears (tinnitus)

Considerations in people with DS

* Small, curved ear canals
* Dry skin
* May not report symptoms

* May observe other symptoms
« Change in behavior

Not paying attention

Not following directions

Losing skills
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Ear wax build up

Speak to your health care provider before using
at-home treatments for earwax if you have a hole
(perforation) or tube in your eardrum.

It is generally recommended to NOT put any
liquid in an ear with a hole or tube.

Signs and symptoms Considerations in people with DS

 Infrequent bowel movements * More common

(fewer than 3 per week) * May not report symptoms

* Hard, lumpy, difficult to pass stools . 14y ohserve other symptoms

» Bloating, abdominal discomfort » Change in behavior
« Straining, bleeding, and/or pain - Insufficient fluid intake
with pooping

» Feeling of incomplete emptying
» Stool incontinence (accidents)

* Urine incontinence

» Urinary tract infections
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Constipation

At-home treatments

Eat more fiber such as fruits,
vegetables, and whole grains

Drink more fluids
Increase physical activity
Fiber supplements

Stool softeners

Considerations in people with DS
 More common

» Generally, not a serious problem
but can be quite bothersome

 Liberal use of moisturizing cream
or ointment (instead of lotion)
* 3-4 times per day may be needed o s o
